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Abstract 

This study aimed at exploring the level of creative writing among non-natives 

Arabic language learners. The study chose a purposeful sample of 36 

multinational students divided into 9 male and 27 female students from the 

Language Center at the University of Jordan in Amman, Jordan. The study started 

in the first semester of the academic year 2016 \ 2017. The study aimed also to 
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know if there are any significant differences between male and female students. 

The findings revealed that (36%) of the students were found at the high level, 

(47%) at the moderate level and (17%) at the low level of creative writing. The 

findings also showed that there were no statistically significant differences 

between males and females in all components of creativity differences (t (34) 

=.47, p>.05). Some of the recommendations suggested are that further research 

needs to be conducted into the reasons why some students fell into low and 

moderate levels.  
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
